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The ICT Committee is very pleased to announce
the arrival of 25 Netbook computers at Cathedral
College. These HP Mini computers will be split
into two Laptop Pods of 12 and 13 computers
respectively and classroom teachers will be able
to book these for activities for their students.
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Increasing the availability of technology such as computers is in
line with the College's "Vision 2017" planning, and has been
met with excitement by teachers keen to use ICT within their
lessons.

These netbooks are running the latest version of Microsoft
Windows 7, and come with Microsoft Office installed.
